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not only moral, aesthetic, and economic representation but it’s a necessary factor in the formation of economic culture
of older preschoolers. Analyzing folk tales («The Gingerbread Man», «Chanterelle with skalochkoy», «Greedy old
womany), the authors prove that the tale promotes the formation of primary economic ideas of older preschoolers is
didactic means of formation of economic thinking. Fairy tale forms the initial idea of the most important relationships
of peace and human rights. In the art world of fairy tales and economic relations are not less important than the moral
aspects, social aspects, etc. Qualified support of this process by educators and parents helps to ensure that the child
develops the initial system of economic knowledge, allowing him to be a small partner in the family economy, and in
the future - to become a conscious participant in economic life.

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In this article the modeling of the process of acceptance of the academic pursuit by junior students is examined,
the mechanism of acceptance of the academic pursuit is disclosed and a number of rules are offered. Any teacher or
psychologist can use these rules in order to organize the first stage of the educational activity — the acceptance of the
academic pursuit by junior students.

The most important terms of subjective notion about the problem due to which a teacher should organize such
forms of educational collaboration which could stimulate students’ self-dependence and initiative are singled out in
the article. Accepting the academic pursuit, the need to master theoretically generalized method to solve some specific
problems becomes actual in the student’s mind. Junior student’s motivation and personality traits are important factors
of acceptance of the academic pursuit; presumable failure should be also marked out. Negative mark of presumable
mistake given by a teacher, parents or peers aggravates the sense of risk during the acceptance of the academic pursuit.

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The main idea of developmental teaching lies in necessity for substantial enlargement of the sphere of the
developmental influence of teaching. Multifaceted approach and developmental teaching basically contain academic
pursuits. The academic pursuit is resolved by the system of educational activities, allows to apply knowledge creatively,
to reinforce the knowledge, to form experience of the creative intellection, etc. Consequently, they are used in different
segments of the educational process- in goal, in learning something new, in reinforcing and for homework. Different
kinds of problems and difficulty in detachment of the general qualities of these problems prompt many teachers to put
forward general definition of the problem, to examine the problem as a specific situation in which a person should act.
It should be noted that utilization efficiency of the developmental type of the academic pursuit depends on whether
students can compare, establish various links between the subject matters, prove, operate the notions.
