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The article deals with the development of educational independence of young pupils in the course of speech
activity. The author presents the use of taskworks at the lessons of Russian language in writing summaries and essays.
She reviews the stages of development of young pupils’s educational independence and gives the examples of tasks for
the development of educational autonomy from the author’s didactic manual “Technology verbal creativity.” The author
argues that the formation of educational idependence will be more successful when compared to traditional approaches
if base the process of formation of educational independence of young pupils on the technology development of
speech activity and make this independence as continuous learnins process. And then the need of specially organized
educational activities aimed at the formation of educational autonomy will eliminate; it will be possible to develop
teaching materials that form the educational autonomy and speech activity at the same time.

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Responsibility as a moral quality of an individual is context reflected in general cultural and professional
competences of a bachelor, which confirms the analysis of the federal state educational standards of higher professional
education.

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The article deals with the problem of singers training for stage performances, it discloses some possible solutions
in training singer with the use of modern technology. For most vocalists, fears of going on stage, stage excitement,
anxiety are unusual stressful situations, which prevent skilful performance. When working with vocalists, special
attention should be paid to developing the ability of using certain innovative technologies. Among the latter we may
focus on the coping strategies aimed at addressing the intrapersonal conflict adaptation and the adaptation to different
circumstances, and coping resources as a means of forming the ability to use certain specific techniques to overcome
emotional stress. The article argues for the possibility of forming the performing behavior in accordance with the
strategy of «coping», which provides a functional adaptability of a vocalist to sing in public.
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
