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In article results of research of risk of a narcotization of pupils of 8-11 classes of comprehensive schools at the age of
14-17 years are described. Research showed that among pupils myths about drugs are distributed. The most widespread is
the delusion that the use of psychoactive agents is the personal record of each person which isn’t concerning other people.
The number of the pupils inclined to noncritical perception of myths about drugs and the drugs carried to group of risk of the
use, makes 40%. Many teenagers have no firm position in relation to drugs. The most widespread famous pupil motive of
consumption of drugs is the hedonistic motive reflecting aspiration to derive physical and mental pleasure from effect of drug.
Motives of pupils of 8-9 classes have the greatest force. Interest in drugs at teenagers of this age is most expressed. Teenagers
of this age are in group of risk of a narcotization and are the main object of scheduled maintenance.

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It is revealed that familiarizing with classical music is necessary owing to its powerful educational potential. The age period —
the preschool childhood is defined optimum for this purpose.
