PILOT RESULTS OF A NEW TEXTBOOK FOR STUDENTS’
PROFESSIONAL COMPETENCIES DEVELOPMENT
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In this article the authors show the pilot results of a new textbook «Determination of chemical pollution in
biosphere». The textbook was worked out at the Department of General and Inorganic Chemistry for a new Degree
programme «Safety in Technosphere». The present article describes this textbook as a great help in motivating students
for learning chemistry. Studying «Chemistry» students use this textbook to learn theoretical and practical foundations
of some physico-chemical methods of analysis as well as to perform research projects. The advantage of such students’
work is that research work is carried out in real-life environment, and ecological condition of the objects concerned
can be estimated and students have opportunity to get profound knowledge about future job. The article presents two
research projects «Analysis of snow cover in Tomsk» and «Quality determination of spring water in Tomsk» carried
out by using the procedure from the textbook.

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The article deals with the competency passport and the program of competency formation for bachelors of
education in the sphere of language communication: «speaks a foreign language at the level allowing to get and to
estimate the information in the sphere of professional activity from the foreign sources» and «speaks a foreign language
at the level of professional communication». The passport and the program were designed on the basis of competency
approach due to the model of 2The competency passport and the program of competency formation». In the example
given by the authors the structure (knowledge, skills, abilities) and the mechanisms of competency formation are
formulated. The article describes the content and basic characteristics of the examined competences, point out the
levels of their formation. The authors come to a conclusion that designing the competency passport and program of
competency formation allows concretize the requirements for the graduates, accumulate the information about the
formed competences.
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
